1. Full scholarship at ASU online - covers all tuition fees and other mandatory
university fees for one of the 28 funded online master’s degrees

Scholars’ responsibilities

1. Maintaining a 3.0 GPA throughout the program

2. Completing the master’s degree within 3 years

3. Being responsive to communication with the Foundation throughout the
scholarship period and beyond.
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Who is eligible to apply

1. An Arab citizen who does not have another citizenship (preference given to
applicants who have lived in the Arab world for at least 12 years)

2. Have financial need and are able and willing to provide proof of financial need
3. Be below 30 years old (at the time of completing your application)

4. Academic achievement — have a minimum 85% or 3.0 GPA in your
undergraduate degree, but have not yet completed a master’s degree

5. Be proficient in English to standards acceptable by ASU

6. Be admitted to one of ASU’s 28 online master’s degrees (listed on our website)
before the start of the program.

Please note: Students do not have to gain an acceptance at ASU in order to
submit their scholarship application, but they should apply to both in parallel

5. Create and submit scholarship application for ASU Online Master’s Degrees by
the deadline of November 29, 2017 @ 5pm, UAE time

6. Wait to hear back from us about the status of your application.
